	1947-49
	Partition and War
	November 1947 the UN split Palestine into Jewish and Arab Countries.  When Israel declared independence they were attacked by the Arab Countries. Israel defeated their combined armies and enlarged their territory.

	1956
	The Suez War
	Egypt nationalized the British and French owned Suez Canal.  Britain, France, and Israel attacked at once.  They captured the canal and the Sinai Peninsula.  The USA and the UN imposed a cease fire and a withdrawal from the Sinai. 

	1967 
	Six Day War
	Israel launched a surprise attack against the Arab countries.  The Israeli Army captured East and West Jerusalem, the West Bank, the Golan Heights, and Gaza.

	1973
	Yom Kippur War
	Egypt and Syria launched a surprise attack on a Jewish holiday.  After gains at first, they were defeated by Israel.  It ended with a cease fire.

	1979
	Israel and Egypt Peace Treaty
	President Jimmy Carter helped to broker a peace treaty.  It was the first peace treaty between an Arab country and Israel. 

	1981
	Sadat Assassinated
	Anwar Sadat was assassinated by Muslim extremists while viewing parade.  They were upset by the peace treaty.  

	1987-1990
	The First Intifada
	A Palestinian uprising to protest the Israeli continued occupation of the West Bank and Gaza.  In 1989 the first suicide attack occurred in Israel.

	1993-1994
	Oslo Peace Accords
	After secret negotiations, Israel agreed to turn over control of the West Bank and Gaza to the Palestinians.  The Palestinians recognize Israel’s right to exist.

	1994
	Yitzhak Rabin Assassinated


	Yitzhak Rabin was assassinated by Jewish extremists who opposed Land for Peace. 

	2000-05
	2nd Intifada
	A second uprising begins to protest the lack of a final settlement.  Dozens of suicide bombings kill hundreds in Israel, Israel’s reaction kills thousands of Palestinians. 

	2005-06
	Israeli Withdraw and Hamas Victory
	Israel withdraws from Gaza and the West Bank.  They remove some of the settlements and the troops.  In January, Hamas, an Islamic militant group who does not recognize Israel, won the Palestinian legislative election.  The US and others cut off aid to the Palestinians.

	2006
	Lebanon War
	Militant group Hezbollah, backed by Iran and Syria, fired rockets into Israel and kidnapped 2 Israeli soldiers.  A month of fighting leaves more then 1,500 dead and a million displaced.
